Custodial Misconduct

Amends the Juvenile Court Act and the Unified code of Corrections.  Permits the inspection and copying of juvenile records by mental health professionals on behalf of the Illinois DOC, the Department of Human Services or prosecutors who are evaluating petition brought under the Sexually Violent Persons Commitment Act relating to a person who is the subject of juvenile law enforcement records.  

Expands the definition of custodial sexual misconduct to include sexual conduct and sexual penetration between an employee at a treatment and detention facility established for the detention of sexually violent persons and a person in custody at that facility.

Amends the Sexually Violent Persons Commitment Act.  Allows a person subject to a SVP petition to submit records for evaluation when that person refuses an in-person evaluation.  Provides that a person on conditional release as a sexually violent person is not protected by the Mental Health and Developmental Disabilities Confidentiality Act.

Amends the Sexual Assault Survivors Emergency Treatment Act.  Provides that sexual assault nurse examiners may conduct examinations using the sexual assault evidence collection kit without the presence of a physician.

SB 0114:
Hospital Plans Regarding Emergency Contraception
Amends the Sexual Assault Survivors Emergency Treatment Act.  Provides that as an additional criterion for Department of Public Health approval of a hospital’s plan for emergency services for sexual assault survivors, that plan must provide sufficient protections from the risk of pregnancy by the sexual assault survivor.  Requires that hospitals providing such services develop and implement a protocol that ensures that each sexual assault survivor receives medically and factually accurate information about emergency contraception, the indications and counter-indications and risks associated with the use of emergency contraception, and a description of how and when victims may be provided emergency contraception.

Amends the Criminal Code.  Provides that if a person is charged with criminal sexual assault, aggravated criminal sexual assault or predatory criminal sexual assault of a child and the victim requests it, the prosecuting attorney must seek a court order requiring that the defendant be tested for all sexually transmitted diseases, instead of just HIV.

Increased Protections for Children in DCFS Care

Amends the Children and Family Services Act.  Requires the Department to create an advocacy office to receive and resolve complaints about a child’s services.  Provides that when a child must be placed outside his or her home and cannot be returned immediately to parents or a guardian, an assessment of the child’s special needs must be conducted.  Race, color, or national origin may be considered in the placement only if that has been assessed as advancing the child’s best interests.  Makes the statewide foster parent phone number available to any person wishing to report problems concerning a child’s welfare services.

SB 0187:
Application of Orders of Protection at Schools

Amends the Illinois Domestic Violence Act.  Authorizes a petitioner for an order of protection who is seeking to have a child protected by the order to refuse disclosure of the address of the child’s school if such disclosure would risk further abuse.  Provides that notice of an order of protection protecting a minor will be sent to the minor’s day-care facility, pre-school, pre-kindergarten, college or university.

Amends the Rights of Crime Victims and Witnesses Act.  Provides that the victim or his or her representative shall have the right to make a victim impact statement and the victim’s spouse, guardian, parent, or other immediate family or household member, upon the request of the victim, may be permitted by the court to make a victim impact statement.

Amends the Crime Victims Compensation Act to add additional offenses to the definition of “crime of violence,” including stalking and aggravated stalking. Adds to the definition of “pecuniary loss” payment for clothing and bedding used as evidence, costs for temporary lodging or relocation necessary as a result of the crime, and replacement of locks or windows damaged as a result of the crime.

SB 0175:
Battery in a Domestic Violence Shelter

Amends the Criminal Code.  Provides that a person commits aggravated battery if, while committing a battery, he or she is within 500 feet of or inside of a domestic violence shelter.

SB 0401:
Definitions of and Use of Evidence from Retarded Persons
Amends the Criminal Code.  Amends the definition of and references to “institutionally severely or profoundly mentally retarded person” (IQ below 40 or below 55 plus a significant mental illness that impairs judgment) by deleting the reference to institutionalization.  Therefore, when the victim is a severely or profoundly mentally retarded person, for purposes of charging aggravated criminal sexual abuse or aggravated criminal sexual assault, institutionalization of victim is no longer required.

It also adds the definition of “moderately mentally retarded person,” which is someone whose IQ is between 41 and 55 but does not suffer from a severe mental illness that impairs the person’s ability to exercise rational judgment.

Provides for closed-circuit testimony by a moderately, severely or profoundly mentally retarded person in a prosecution for criminal sexual abuse, aggravated criminal sexual abuse, criminal sexual assault, aggravated criminal sexual assault, or predatory criminal sexual assault of a child.

Prohibits the use of a concealed camcorder or photographic camera of any type to knowing and secretly videotape, photograph, or record by electronic means, another person under or through the clothing worn by that other person for the purpose of viewing the body of or the undergarments worn by that other person without that person’s consent.

Maintaining Evidence
Amends the Code of Criminal Procedure and the Criminal Code.  Law enforcement agencies must maintain fingerprints and biological evidence after a conviction in a sex crimes case.  The evidence must be maintained permanently in a case in which the death penalty is imposed and until the completion of the sentence, including mandatory supervised release in other cases.

SB 0233:
Cyberstalking

Amends the Criminal Code.  Creates the new offense of Cyberstalking by harassing or threatening a person through the use of electronic communications and either threatening that person with bodily harm or placing that person in reasonable apprehension of bodily harm.  Must happen on at least 2 occasions.  Cyberstalking is a Class 4 felony.

Blood Samples from Convicted Stalkers

Amends the Unified Code of Corrections.  Adds numerous additional offenses for which a convicted offender must submit specimens of blood, including stalking and aggravated stalking.

Sentencing for Subsequent Convictions

Amends the Unified Code of Corrections.  Amends the provision requiring certain defendants convicted at least three times of a Class 2 or greater class felony to be sentenced as a Class X defendant; deletes the requirement that two of the felonies must have occurred in Illinois and deletes the requirement that the first two convictions be Class 2 or greater Class felonies.  Provides, instead, that the defendant shall be sentenced as a Class X defendant if he or she is convicted of a Class 1 or 2 felony, after having been twice convicted in any state or federal court of an offense that contains the same elements as an offense now classified in Illinois as a Class 2 or greater Class felony.

Amends the Unified Code of Corrections.  Establishes many additional requirements of parole or mandatory supervises release, including:

· refraining from drug use;

· not associating with other persons or persons in gangs without permission from DOC;

· and other conditions.

Provides that the DOC must inspect each jail and facility at least once each year for compliance with these standards.  Provides that the results of these inspections must be made available by the DOC for public inspection.  Establishes procedures to enforce compliance with these standards.  Other provisions.

HB 0126:
Drug-Induced Infliction of Great Bodily Harm

Amends the Criminal Code and the Illinois Controlled Substances Act.  Amends the drug-induced homicide and the drug-induced infliction of great bodily harm offenses to provide that they may be committed by the unlawful delivery of any controlled substance (rather than those specifically listed in the offenses) that results in death or great bodily harm or permanent disability to the person who injects, inhales, or ingests the substance.  Also increases the penalties for the unlawful delivery or possession of several drugs.

SB 0265:
Removal of Voluntary Intoxication as Defense

Amends the Illinois Criminal Code.  Deletes language proving that when a person who is in an intoxicated or drugged condition commits a criminal offense, he is criminally liable for his conduct unless that condition is so extreme that it suspends his power of reason and renders him incapable of forming a specific intent, which is an element of the offense.

Creates the statewide Senior Citizen Victimizer Database.  Provides that the Department of State Police may perform specified duties concerning a Senior Citizen Victimizer Database, including the collection of information about persons who have been arrested for committing offenses against persons at least 60 years of age.  Provides for the access to the Database by local enforcement agencies.
