20,300 membhers of the U.S. Military were sexually assauited in 2014.

10,600 victims were men ... 9,700 were women: 7.3% of all junior enlisted women

16% of female victims and 371% of male victims were sexually assaulted at least twice.

1in 7victims were assauited hy someone in chain of command.

90% of assauits took place in a military setting, mostly by a higher-ranking member who knew the victim.

23-23% of female military members were victims of sexual violence (rape, harrassment, abuse)

1in4 women who used the VA in 2013 screened positive for military sexual trauma

1in4 women and 1in 14 men suffered persistent sexual harassment in the military.

86% of victims did not report the crime; 62% of women that reported suffered retaliation for reporting.

44% of those that reported were encouraged to drop the issue.

1% of perpetrators in reports filed by military memhbers were convicted of a sex offense.
